1. Link to The Journey Inside web site from the class web site.

2. Familiarize yourself with The Journey Inside web site.

3. Choose one of the 6 topics available through the tab “Explore the Curriculum”

4. Work your way through the materials in your topic – text, pop-outs, videos, handouts, etc.

5. Then, based on your chosen topic area, in Word, create a detailed lesson plan in an acceptable lesson plan format (see #6).  Your lesson should be complete so that another person could pick up your lesson plan, read through it, and be fully prepared to teach a 100 minute lesson to advanced high school seniors.  Assume you teach your class in a computer lab where each student has access to a computer.
6. If you are not familiar with lesson plans, you may want to seek help from the following web sites:

7. Your lesson plan should include the following items as student activities (you may include other items if you like):  

a. Use at least one section from The Journey Inside with detailed instructions
b. Some text/video pages and activities from The Journey Inside with detailed instructions
c. A short group activity based on The Journey Inside topic with detailed instructions

d. At least one student handout to be completed during the time period (include a copy of the handout and an answer key)

e. Details, details, details

f. Break your lesson down into time periods so that each activity’s time may be planned
