Exercise 5 – PowerPoint and Computer Graphics

Due Date:  November 1
The objective of this exercise is to provide opportunity for you to demonstrate a variety of techniques for incorporating computer graphics into PowerPoint presentation materials.

Use MS PowerPoint to create an electronic presentation that would be applicable to your major here at the university and also of interest to members of this class.  It might be a publicity piece to introduce people to your major, a brief lesson on a topic of general interest, or materials that would be used for a presentation you are working on for another class.

Include the following items in your presentation:


(a) graphic elements created using PowerPoint drawing tools

(b) an image scanned from a picture or photograph (flatbed scanner)


(c) an image captured from the World Wide Web


(d) a digital video clip taken from footage that you videotaped

(e) a PowerPoint animation effect applied to text


(f) notes pages to provide explanations on each slide of features included on slide

Keep the presentation brief.  A title slide and 5 or 6 additional bullet slides will be adequate.  Be sure to apply the guidelines shown below for effective presentations as you prepare your work.

Guidelines for Effective PowerPoint Presentations
1. Keep your message simple. Your slides should complement and reinforce your presentation--not repeat everything you say. 
2. Maximum of six sentences per slide. 

3. Limit of six words per sentence.
4. Use upper and lower case letters. All-caps is more difficult to read. 

5. Limit use of italics lettering since it is also difficult to read. 

6. Use no more than three letter sizes or fonts per slide. Use these selected sizes and fonts throughout the presentation. 

7. Use care to select high contrast between colored text and background. 

8. Avoid use of red or black text on a blue background 
9. Limit use of punctuation.  Do not put periods at the end of bullets.
