Exercise 6 – Macintosh Instructional Unit

Due Date Nov 15
The objective of this exercise is to familiarize you with the use of Macintosh computers and to develop instructional strategies for teaching students to learn about the Mac operating system.

1. Spend some time doing some basic activities using the Macintosh computer.  Use a PC formatted disk for this exercise.  You may want to take notes on your activities in Step 1.  You may need them to complete Step 2.  Be sure to include the following:

(a) Create a short description of the machine cycle using MS Word.  Save it on your floppy disk.

(b) Create a simple spreadsheet. Save it on your floppy disk.

(c) Create a brief PowerPoint presentation (3 slides) of your weekend plans. Save it on your floppy disk.

(d) Find the class Web site for EBUS 4020/6020.  Examine the materials there to see whether all items work correctly (simply click on the links and see if they work).  Note any that do not.
(e) Log-in to the class WebCT materials.  Post a message to the discussion board to reflect your experiences and impressions about steps (a) thru (d).

(f) Find some Macintosh web sites that you think would be helpful to new users of a Mac. (3 minimum)

(g) Select a partner and send an e-mail message to this person.  Include the MS Word document created in step (a) as an attached file.

(h) Go to RC 143 and receive the e-mail message your partner sent to you using one of the WinXP computers.  Open the attached file your partner sent to you.

(i) Send a brief reply message back to your partner.  Attach a copy of your Exercise 3a MS Word document to your reply message.

(j) Return to the Macintosh computer to open the reply message your partner sends to you.

(k) Save the attached file your partner sends you on your floppy disk.

(l) Check to see what files are saved on your floppy disk.

(m) Open a document from your floppy disk that was created on a PC.

(n) Create a new folder on your floppy disk.

(o) Move the files created during this lab into that folder.

(p) Copy the e-mail attachment received from your partner to the hard disk of the Mac.

(q) Delete the file your partner sent as an attachment from your floppy disk.

(r) Remove your floppy disk from the computer.

(s) Turn the computer off.

(t) Turn the computer back on again.
(u) Go to RC 143 and copy the folder with all of your Mac activity files into your inbox folder.
2. Create a “PC User’s Survival Guide for the Mac” help sheet that covers the key items you found different and/or confusing about using the Mac.  If you are already an experienced Mac user, spend some time talking with students in the class who used the Mac for the first time as they completed step #1.

The end product you create will likely be a 1-2 page MS Word document.  Include the three recommended web sites from step #1(f) above as a part of your survival guide.

When finished, save your file as your last name followed by the number 6 (i.e. LINDSAY6).  E-mail your document as an attached file to llindsay@truett.edu (on or before Nov. 15).
