Graduate Project Instructions
EBUS 6020 - Fall 2005 - Dr. Lindsay

To receive graduate credit for EBUS 4020/6020, graduate students will complete this project in addition to the regular class assignments.

Each graduate student will:

1. Choose a topic (related to computer use).  Determine the desired outcome/s.
2. Choose an audience of learners.

3. Prepare a PowerPoint presentation to use in a teaching lesson to teach your chosen topic to your chosen learners.  Remember, when teaching with PowerPoint your presentation should be used as a visual aid to add to your lesson.  Make sure the PowerPoint does not detract from the goal of your lesson.
a. Title slide (including title of lesson and your name).
b. Slide indicating the goal/s (desired outcome/s) of your lesson.

c. Teaching slides.  When using bulleted slides, use no more than 5 bulleted items on one slide.  If you need more, use an additional slide.
d. End slide.

e. Use graphics as much as possible.  Use as little text as possible.  The amounts should vary depending on your target audience.  (i.e. A group of 5-year olds will be more likely to respond to graphics than text.)

f. Include custom animation on at least 3 slides.

g. Present a viewable slide show that supplements your teaching process.

4. Using your PowerPoint presentation as an aid, teach your lesson to your chosen learners.
5. Following the lesson:

a. Record reactions from your learners about how the lesson was received.  Possible questions to ask learners:

i. Was the PowerPoint helpful in learning the lesson?

ii. Was the PPt distracting?  Was the technology more helpful than distracting?
iii. Was the goal of the lesson achieved?

iv. What could have been improved?

v. What were positives of the lesson?
b. Record your own observations of positives and possible improvements in the lesson.

c. Prepare a 5-7 minute presentation to present to the EBUS 4020/6020 class.  This presentation should include:

i. A short PowerPoint presentation reporting a brief overview of the following:

1. Your lesson including your desired outcome/s for the learners

2. Description of the process.

3. Learner reactions and your observations.

4. Your presentation to our class SHOULD NOT be the lesson you presented to your learners.

6. Please submit both PowerPoint presentations, your teaching aid and your in-class presentation, to Dr. Lindsay as a WebCT attached file prior to class on the date that you present your information in class.
